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Once again, our survey teams have received submissions 
on par with last quarter’s expansive volume. Thank 
you to all who participated; we hope that rates of 
participation only grow further throughout the year. 
This time around, these record submissions have led to 
this edition of the Global League Tables being released 
somewhat later in the quarter. If this volume continues, 
it is probable that future editions may also be released 
later. As always at PitchBook, we prioritize accuracy 
above all else. We will continue to elect to provide the 
most precise information over speed until we are sure we 
can accomplish both.

In this edition, we carried over our style of rankings, 
which should prove helpful for quick consultation. We 
endeavored to keep the number of rankings equivalent 
per page (e.g. adopt a cutoff point of ranking every 
firm for each given section), however, spacing and 
aggregate tallies prevented us from adopting that cutoff 
consistently on every page. All in all, we are confident 
that the current tables will provide a useful, accurate 
snapshot of activity throughout 2Q 2019 by our array of 
typical criteria, from venture transactions by stage to US 
region.
